Driving on Base

1. New or replacement DoD Decals for privately owed vehicles can be obtained at the Norfolk Naval Base Pass Office located on Hampton Blvd. You will be required to have the following information: (registration, proof of insurance, a valid military identification card, state inspection sticker, and a valid state driver's license). 

2. Vehicles approaching any gate must come to a complete stop and wait for authorization to proceed before continuing. 

3. The general base speed limit is 15 mph unless posted above that speed. Exceeding the limit will result in ticketing. 

4. Operators and passengers are required to wear their seatbelts at all times. 

5. Cell phone use by the driver is prohibited in any moving vehicle (unless completely hands free).
